Introduction to Industrial Technology

Intro to Woodworking and Drafting

Course Objectives

Instructor: Mr. Broeckelman

Course Description:

This is a semester course designed to introduce the students to the basic skills necessary to all occupations in the Construction, Manufacturing, Transportation, and Drafting areas.  The students spend the first 9 weeks learning the safety rules and basic operation of select shop tools and machinery.  During this time they also learn skills involving reading drawings, figuring bill of materials, reading tape measures and learning the properties and various behaviors of wood materials.  The second 9 weeks the students focus on learning mechanical drafting and AutoCAD skills.  They also learn the importance of creating and reading blueprints accurately, as well as figuring and drawing items to scale in multi-view drawings.

Basic Objectives:

1. Pass with 100% accuracy all safety tests.

2. Perform basic skills in the use of select power and hand tools.

3. Complete a quality basic woodworking project.

4. Complete drawing using Mechanical Drafting principles. 

5. Perform the basic functions of AutoCAD.

Assignments:

Students are encouraged to take notes during demonstrations.  Quizzes may be given randomly over demonstrations.  Bookwork and Drawing activities will be assigned throughout the semester at the discretion of the instructor.

Evaluation:

A. Quarterly Grades
1. Safety Tests, Bookwork, Drawings – 40%
- Late work will be accepted 1 day late for half credit, but will be a 0 if turned in later.
2. Daily Grade – 60%
a. Coming to class prepared

b. Class participation

c. Behavior in class

d. Clean up
-On days that a student is gone with an excused absence (i.e. sick, organization trip, ball games, choir, etc.) and over half of the class is present, the student will receive a 5 out of 10 for a daily grade.  These points can be made up by making up the class time missed during work nights and/or before school.  For unexcused absences/ISS/OSS the student will receive a 0 and the points cannot be made up.
B. Semester Grade

2. 2nd Quarter Grade – 45%

Students will be provided with one pair of safety glasses at the beginning of the school year.  The students are required to bring the safety glasses to class everyday.  The students also are required to provide the following:

1. Tape measure

2. Pencil
3. Notebook (Folder or 3-ring binder to contain class notes and handouts)

4. AR Book on reading days

Failure to bring the required materials will result in a deduction of that student’s daily grade.
